
CALCULATING RENEWAL CREDITS
The following Michigan certificates are valid for up to five years and must be renewed by completion of six semester hours of academic credit from an approved institution, or the completion of 180 State Continuing Education Clock Hours (SCECHs)/SB-CEUs, or a combination of the two:

· The School Guidance Counselor license

· The School Psychologist certificate (after September 1, 1992)
· The School Administrator certificate (Also for continued employment)


The following Michigan certificates are valid for up to five years and must be renewed by completion of six semester hours of academic credit from an approved institution, the completion of 180 State Continuing Education Clock Hours (SCECHs)/SB-CEUs, or district provided professional development (DPPD)(in compliance with PA 289, 1995 Section 380.1527), or a combination of the three:
· The Professional Education certificate
· The Occupational Education certificate
The following table will help you calculate the different types of credit available for recertification and continued employment purposes:
