IEP QUESTIONS

Effective Transition IEP Factors

· What can I do to improve my transition IEP's?
1. Communicate with families, teachers, other school personnel, students, community agencies, etc.

2. Base decisions on evaluations and knowledge about the student. Use any and all evaluation results, including academic, vocational, transition, progress reports, etc.

3. Follow procedures, meet deadlines, follow requirements, get consent, keep documentation, etc.

4. Implement the services the IEP indicates the student is supposed to get. If it is in there, it has to happen.

Instruction?

· On the new IEP, the transition page lists "Instruction" as an activity. What activities do I put under "Instruction" for transition?
Here is a sample list taken from Ed O'Leary's work.

Activities/strategies listed in this area have to do with "instruction," whether that is a formal or informal imparting of knowledge or skills. These activities/strategies can include, but are not limited to, such things as: a) broad curriculum areas of needed coursework, educational experiences, skill training, etc; b) activities/strategies that are necessary to prepare for and take part in college, continuing education, further skill trainings, adult living, etc.

Activities/Strategies:
· Visit college campuses and meet with student support services

· Consider enrollment in a tech-prep program with supports for eleventh/twelvth grade

· Consider enrollment in a cooperative education/work experience course for the __ grade

· Learn about the process for accessing apartments for rent

· Participate in extra curricular activities

· Practive negotiation skills for job raises, car purchase, etc.

· Learn about time management

· Take a driver's training course

· Take a CPR/First Aid course

· Learn about community agencies that provide services and supports to people with disabilities

· Obtain, complete, and submit applications to colleges of choice

· Obtain, complete, and submit applications for tuition assistance

· Obtain a state ID
Community Experience?

· What are examples of "community experience" activities?
These activities/strategies are generally provided outside the school building and should prepare the student for participation in community life.

· Learn about and visit places in the community to shop for food, clothes, etc.

· Visit banks

· Explore transportation opportunities

· Identify different living/housing options

· Join a church group, bowling league, etc.
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Employment?

What are examples of "employment" activities?
Activities like the development of work related behaviors, job seeking skills, career exploration, skill training and actual employment.

· Practice completing job applications and interviewing skills

· Career Cruising, My Dream Explorer, etc.

· Research O'Net careers

· Get a part-time job in area of interest

· Meet with a Vocational Rehabilitation counselor

· Job shadow, mentoring day, etc.
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Adult Living?

· What are examples of "adult living" activities?
Activities/strategies that are done occasionally:

· Registering to vote

· Filing taxes

· Obtaining a driver's license

· Renting or buying a home or apartment

· Accessing medical services

· Obtaining and filing for insurance

· Planning for retirement

· Accessing adult services, such as Social Security
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Daily Living?

· What are examples of "daily living" activities?
Activities that adults do most every day, such as:

· Preparing meals

· Budgeting

· Maintaining a residence

· Paying bills

· Raising a family

· Caring for clothing and/or personal grooming
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Summary of Performance

· What is an SOP and do I have to do one?
An SOP is a Summary of Performance, which provides information to students who are graduating with a diploma, certificate or exceeds the age of eligibility to assist them in meeting their post-secondary goals. 

You will need to do a Summary of Performance for students graduating or exiting due to age. Give the student a copy and place a copy in the special education file.

This form can be used by the student to assist them in college and/or with adult service agencies.
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
