SPP 13 QUESTIONS

Student Invitation
· Do I have to invite the student when I know they will be there?
Yes, the student must be invited to his/her IEP meeting. The student invitation can be sent in the mail with the parents, the invitation can be handed to the student, the student can be verbally invited to attend the meeting. If the student is verbally invited it must be documented on the IEP...I would do that in the contact section where you state that the parent was invited, do the same for the student.

Agency Invitation

· Do I have to invite an agency?
No, but you need to state a reason why an agency was not invited to the IEP. If you do invite an agency written parental consent must be obtained prior to the sending out the invitation for the meeting.

Post-Secondary Vision
Top of Form

· What do I have to do for a student's post-secondary vision?
There are 3 parts to this answer. There must be evidence of the following:

First, the student's post-secondary vision (goals) were based on evidence from a current transition assessment information. You would put this information in the PLAAFP statement using the name of the assessment (TPI, Hawthorne, STAT, ESTR, etc.) and the outcomes from the assessment.

Second, the vision has to be updated annually. This means that if someone is looking at last year’s vision (the 4 questions; where do you want to live?) and this years there will be difference. 

Third, the student's post-secondary vision is measurable. 

Measurable Goals

· How do I know if my goals are measurable?
Measurable goals must include the following four components: Timeframe, condition, behavior and criteria. Example: At the end of the first semester Mark will touch-type a passage of text at a speed of 20 words per minute, with no more than 10 errors, with progress measured on a five-minute timed test.
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
