 TEACHING POINTS – Launching Reader’s/Writer’s Notebook and Workshop: 8th Poetry

1. Students will establish a writer’s notebook and use strategies to gather ideas for writing stories that matter. They will gather seed ideas by responding to content from mentor poems.
2. Students will explore mentor poems and use strategies to develop questions for analysis.
3. Students will understand how poetry is used to reveal and express themselves in a manner that connects to the world around them.

4. Students will analyze narrative structures such as: dialogue, pacing, description and reflection in mentor poems. They will experiment writing with such structures.
5. Students will develop an understanding for literary devices in narrative poetry. They will learn how these devices can be used to convey meaning. They will experiment using literary devices in their writing.
6. Students will experiment with possible poem ideas using previous notebook entries.
7. Students will improve their writing skills through their evaluation and imitation of other poetry writers.
8. Students evaluate and analyze their poem by using editing checklists to remind themselves of strategies they can use to revise their writing.
9. Students will form writer’s response groups to share their poem and determine if it conveys the message they are trying to get across.
10. Students will effectively publish and celebrate one narrative poem.
